Longitude and Latitude (a coordinate system) used on a curved surface
Equator – imaginary line that runs around the Earth exactly half way between the North Pole and South Pole

This separates the earth into two equal halves. What are these halves known as? (Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere)
Latitude (parallels) – 
lines that run parallel to the equator that run east and west



Distance, measured in degrees, either north or south of the equator




Lines or latitude never cross each other or intersect 

Equator = 0 degrees latitude

North pole = 90 degrees north latitude

South pole = 90 degrees south latitude

Each degree is further broken down into minutes and seconds


There are 60 minutes in 1 degree and 60 seconds in 1 minute

Longitude (meridians) - 
-prime meridian – imaginary line that 0 degrees longitude

-1884 astronomers decided that the prime meridian should run through Royal Greenwich Observatory near London England which was agreed upon because there are no natural reference points
-distance in degrees east or west on the prime meridian 

-points west of the PM have west measured from 0 degrees to 180 degrees

-International Date Line – the line near the 180 degree line that makes the new day or previous day, traveling west across it means move ahead a day, traveling east across it mean move back a day.

Time Zones – Earth divided into 24 time zones each 15 degrees apart and one hour apart from the surrounding one
Mnemonics
West is less (you subtract time)
East increase (you add time)
